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Insurance Coverage is Required 

by the Associationôs Governing Documents 

Article VII ï Insurance, Section 1. of the Associationôs Supplemental Declarations for 

each Townhome section requires Townhome Owners to carry insurance coverage that is 

equal to the full replacement value of your home. Please see below.  

Section 1. Obligation of Owners.  

In order to protect adjoining Owners and to insure there are sufficient funds available to an Owner to 

restore his Living Unit in case of damage or destruction, each Owner of a Lot upon which a single 

attached Living Unit is constructed shall maintain a fire and extended coverage insurance policy in 

an amount equal to the full replacement value (exclusive of land, excavation and other items 

normally excluded from coverage) of all improvements constructed on such Lot. Any policy 

obtained shall provide that it may not be cancelled except upon ten (10) day written notice to the 

Association. 

Such Owner shall pay for such fire and extended coverage insurance when required by the 

policy therefore, and if the Owner fails to obtain such fire and extended coverage insurance, or 

fail to pay such insurance premiums as required, the Association may (but shall not be obligated 

to) obtain such insurance and/or make such payment for such Owner, and the cost of such 

payments shall thereupon become a Special Assessment on the Owner's Assessable Unit.
